CNC TRUST FUND 

The Xllth IUCr Congress, fIeld in Ottawa in 1981, produced a 
financial profit. On the recommendation of the Congress 
Urganizing Committee, the CNC voted to make donations to the 
IUCr, which had provided generous support to the Congress, and to 
Carleton University, in appreciation for their help, and to place 
the remaining surplus in a Trust Fund. It is intended that the 
interest from this account be used to provide, inter al ia, travel 
grants to encourage young Canadian crystallographers ~ttend 
IUCr meetings. L.T.J. Llelbaere is the Chairman of the 
subcommittee set up to administer the Fund. The following are 
the guidel ines for the use of the Trust Fund. 

1 •	 Fun ds t 0 be use d for pur p 0 s esc 0 nson ant wit tl the 0 bj e c t i ve s 
of the Canadian National Committee for the IUCr. Such 
purposes include but are not 1 imited to: support of meetinys 
of Canadian crystallographers; provision of travel support 
for young scientists to travel to IUCr Congresses or to other 
crystallographic meetings. 

2.	 The primary purpose of the travel grants is to encourage 
young scientists to attend the IUCr Congresses. Preference 
would be given to graduate students and scientists who are 
presenting papers. 

3.	 HIe first criterion used to jUdge the worthiness of an 
application should be the excellence of the work to be 
reported (or the overall scientific achievement of the 
applicant in the case where no paper is being presented). 

4.	 The award is a partial subsidy towards out-of-pocket travel 
and living expenses not covered by other sources of funds. 
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5.	 The award will be advertised in the CNC Newsletter circulated 
to all Canadian members listed in the Horld Directory of 
Crystallographers, one year prior to each Congress of the 
International Union. An additional advertisement would be 
placed in the ACA Newletter at the same time. 

G.	 The appl ication will include: 
- reasons for wanting to attend (e.g., presenting a 

paper) 
- anticipated expenses 
- a statement of financial support from other sources 
- a letter of support from supervisor and one other
