


My impression of the Scientific Sessions was that they were of high
quality, superbly arranged, and magnificently run. The arrangement whereby
the mornings were devoted to Main Lectures and Microsymposia, leaving the
afternoons free to the attend the well laid out Poster Sessions, was very
satisfactory. All five students supported by the CNC-1UCr Travel Fund had
excellent Posters; these were well received and the recipients of the Awards
felt that these had contributed significantly to the progress of their careers.
The CNC-1UCr arranged an informal meeting of the Canadian crystallographers
who were at Perth; much of the time at that meeting was spent on discussing
ways to convince NSERC grants committees that crystallography was well worth

funding.

Even the weather was made to order; with the
exception of the days of the Opening and Closing ceremonies, the participants
were blessed with beautifully warm spring weather at the University of
Western Australia campus at Nedlands.
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
