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(c) Hean~ of_supporting Crl':5tallography 
In a climate of increa:5ing competition for limited 

funds, it is the opinion of the CGSC the greater weight must be 
given to tho:5e :5cienti:5t:5 who, in the opinion of the peer review 
committee, are doing truly original, creative re~earch. 

The CGSC has recommended support for crystallographers 
via the NSERC individual operating grant progrm if the 
publication records and the research proposals of the applicants 
demonstrate that they are doing either worthy independent 
structural chemistry research, or worthy collaborative research 
In which the crystallographer Is a full participant in the 
planning, execution, interpretation and publication of the work 
as a whole. The crystallography portions of continuing joint 
research can also be supported via team operating grants. NSERC 
also welcomes applications from crystallographers and their 
collaborating colleagues for infrastructure grants under the 
terlnS of the infrastructure g-rants program. However, in view of 
the recent extremely severe competition for limited operating 
grant funds, the CGSC may not be prepared to recommend the award 
of an individual operating grant to a crystallographer who is 
providing only a crystal structure determination in support of 
the work of others. 

(d)	 Infrastructure Support for "SerVice" Crystallography 
There were many viable crystallographic research groups 

'operating in canada long before the Infrastructure Grants Program 
was established. The question 1:5, however, "What is the best 

. mechanism to fund "service" crystallography ~?" NSERC now has 
an Infrastructure Grans program. If this program did not exist, 
more money might be available in the Operating Grants pool. 

-However, given the existence of the new program, we must ask what 
. activities in support of canadian research in chemistry can, and 

shOUld, be funded under it. The CGSC has suggested the "service" 
- crystallography could be one such area. It does:5o in the full 
realization that there are arguments that a purely
infrastructure-funded x-ray structure determination service might 
not provide the high quality of data needed. Having the input of 

- an experienced professional crystallographer with a reputation 
- for "gett ing it right" is clear ly an advantage. It 15 the 

opinion of the CGSC that a high quality crystallographic :5ervlce 
operation, funded by an Infrastructure Grant and running under 
the professional supervision of an experienced crystallographer, 
15 possible.
