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rate will allow previously impracticable investigations of structural vari­
ations in real time. Studies of crystallization, precipitation, annealing 
processes, chemical reaction kinetics, metastable systems, diffusion processes 
and other time-dependent phenomena will be possible. 

DUALSPEC will be operated as a national facility open to all researchers 
for the pursuit of high-qual ity scient ific programs. A new organizat ion, 
the Canadian Institute for Neutron Scattering (CINS), has been fonned to 
oversee operation of the facility, to receive and evaluate experimental 
proposals and to act as a focus for neutron scattering activities in Canada. 
A consortium of Canadian universities has received from NSERC a grant of 
$1.73M to cover 50% of the costs of DUALSPEC and this grant will be admin­
istered through CINS. The remaining 50% of the costs will be provided by 
Atomic Energy of Canada· Limited. DUALSPEC is expected to be completed by 
the Spring of 1989. 

The DUALSPEC project will further increase university use of Chalk 
River facilities. These include neutron spectrometers and a kappa-goniometer 
on which samples can be studied in cryostats, furnaces and pressure cells 
or in other controlled environments. As a result of recent University pur­
chases a horizontal field superconducting magnet cryostat and a dilution 
refrigerator that cools specimens to 0.010 K are also available.
