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business meeting at the ACA summer meeting. About 80 Canadians 

already belong to ACA and many of these attend the meetings. 

Annual fees are $20 but a surcharge for a Canadian Chapter might 

be needed. Meetings would normally be held outside Canada and 

the name Canadian Chapter of the ACA might give the organization 

a branch-plant image. 2. We could form a subject division of the 

Chemical Institute of Canada (CIC). About half our members either 

belong to CIC or may wish to join. Annual fees are about $35. 

The other half of the crystallographers would have little interest 

in meeting with chemists. 3. We could form a joint subject 

division of two or more of the CIC, Canadian Association of 

Physicists (CAP) and the Mineralogical Association of Canada (MAC). 

The group might meet in turn with each society, organizing a 

symposium at each. This would cater to the interests of all our 

members over a two or three year period. The executive would have 

to attend all meetings but many of the other members would probably 

only come when we met with their regular society. This arrange­

ment would also give us a chance to give crystallography more 

exposure than it currently receives in Canadian science. Organiz­

ing a joint division of three societies may be difficult and the 

division would probably have to be self-financing. 4. We could 

organize an independent society which would attempt to hold its 

meetings jointly with CIC, CAP, MAC and possibly ACA in different 

years, organizing .a joint crystallographic symposium with each 

group. This would mean a separate organization charging its own 

fee and subject to Parkinson's law but a similar organization 

would probably also be necessary under the other three arrangements. 
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As you can see no solution is ideal and we welcome 

your comments. I apologize for asking you to fill out the 

enclosed questionnaire, but the need for a questionnaire arises 

precisely because there is no place where we are all likely to 

be meeting together in the next few years.
