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CRYSTALLOGRAPHIC DATA BASES AVAILABLE ON CAN/SND 

Enclosed with this newsletter is a recent brochure from the NRC's Canada 
Institute for Scientific and Technical Information (CISTI) describing their 
Scientific Numeric Databases services (CAN/SND). You will note that the 
following crystallographic databases are available online, either in full 
service or in prototype: 

CRYSTDAT - NBS Crystal Data Identification File 
CRYSTIN - Inorganic Crystal Structure Database 
CRYSTMET - NRC Metals Crystallographic Data File 
CRYSTOR - Cambridge Crystallographic Database 

Crystallographers in Canada are uniquely favoured in having online access to 
these databases; there is no equivalent service elsewhere in the world at this 
time. 

CISTI is negotiating to acquire the JCPDS Powder Diffraction File. The 
Protein Data Bank from Brookhaven will be added if sufficient demand exists. 

CRYSTPAT-Powder Diffraction File (JCPDS) 

This database contains approximately 44,000 numeric diffraction patterns for 
crystalline phases~ Approximately one quarter of the entries are for organic 
and organometallic materials. The remainder.cover inorganics, including 
metals, alloys and minerals. All data entries are critically evaluated and 
consist of the following: 

1.	 PDF numbers 5. Chemical Classifications 
2.	 Chemical Formulae 6. 1/1 corundum values 
3.	 Alloy phase designations 7. Chemical/Mineral Names 

(ASTM-STP-355) 8. d-spacings 
4.	 Data reliability marks 9. Relative intensities 

Host of these items should be indexed and available for searching and display. 

Protein Data Bank - Brookhaven 

Contains evaluated crystallographic data and bibliographic information for 
biological macromolecular structures. The current version contains over 240 
structures for which many of the following components are stored: 

1.	 Atomic coordinates 4. Literature citation 
2.	 Partial bond connectivities 5. Structure factors 
3.	 Source of material 6. Phases 

Most of these items could be searched and displayed.
